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MARY ROSE MUSEUM WORKSHOP PROGRAMME

KS2 & 3 Special Needs Compare old and new or rich and poor. Popular topics are eating/
drinking and clothing. The format of this workshop reflects our experience with our two
partner special schools.

KS2 Life on Board a Tudor Warship and Gun Drill Investigate the tools and personal
possessions of four members of the crew. During the Gun Drill work as a team to load and
fire our replica gun in an atmospheric reconstruction of the main deck.

KS2 Tudor Clothing and Gun Drill  Examine replica Tudor clothing and accessories based
on evidence from the Mary Rose. See how clothes reflect status and lifestyle. All pupils are
involved in elements of dressing up. During the Gun Drill, work as a team to load and fire our
replica gun in a reconstruction of the main deck.

KS2 In Sickness and in Health Investigate evidence from the Mary Rose to compare
health, hygiene, diet and fitness in Tudor times with today. Practical activities consider the
importance of a balanced diet; the effects of exercise and work on the body, hygiene and
the differences between modern and Tudor medical instruments.

KS2 & KS3 The Tudor Navigator Discover the unique collection of navigational
instruments found on the Mary Rose. Handle replica objects to research how sailors on
board measured and recorded their course. Examine Tudor and modern maps of the local
area and British Isles.

KS2 & KS3 History Mystery How do we know about history? Study sources, including
paintings, documents and personal and professional replica artefacts to discover life on
board the Mary Rose. Examine conflicting evidence about why the ship sank.

KS3 Science at Work, GCSE Applied Science  Scientists at the Mary Rose conserve the
ship and her artefacts. Investigate the problems they face and find out how cutting edge
scientific research increases our knowledge of the Tudor period. Pupils handle real and
replica artefacts and use age-appropriate equipment including digital microscopes.

KS3 The Tudor Barber -Surgeon & GCSE Schools History Project History of Medicine

Examine the evidence from contemporary documents, replica artefacts from the Barber-

Surgeonds cabin and photographs of the human remains di
Tudor medical knowledge and practice. Take on the roles of Barber-Surgeon and patient in a

problem-solving role-play exercise. For GCSE students this session provides a case study

for the Medical Renaissance either as an introduction to the topic or as revision of key ideas

and the factors affecting change.

KS4/Post 16 Leisure and Tourism  Give pupils an insight into the experiences of different

customers, including foreign visitors and people with special needs. Practical sessions using

role-play and small group investigations focus on customer care and accessibility issues.
